Agro-Advisory

Weather =  The weather in Amreli District is likely to be Warm, moderate humid, and partly cloudy
Summery in next 5 days. The isolated light to moderate rainfall with thunderstorm activity likely
from 29 April to 30 April, and isolated very light to ligh rainfall likely from 01 to 03
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may over the district. The minimum temperature is likely to be 23-24 °C. The maximum
temperature is likely to be 37-38° C in next five days.

Wind direction likely from W-WSW with gusts of 13 to 17 km/h.

Extended Range Forecast: The weather of Saurastra and kutch likely to be warm,
moderate humid and partly cloudy from 04 to 08 may. The isolated light to moderate
rainfall likley from 04 to 06 May over the saurastra and kutch region. The rainfall
probability likley negligible from 07 may and after that. Minimum temperature remains
20-26, and maximum temperature likely to be 32-36 °C in forecast period.

Gengral — Do not spray pesticides in next five days due to ligh rainfall forecasted.
Advisory — Open the drainage channel and make arrangement to remove excessive water from the
field.
— Do early harvesting of mature fruits from fruits and vegetable crops.
— Give more potassium & sodium in mineral mixture to animals during summer season.
— Do not tie animals under the tree.
SMS — Plantation and grow windbreaks trees on border to prevent loss by the high winds.

Drumstick After Prunning Pruning to be done from 30 to 45 cm of top branches
Harvest after completion of harvesting in drumstick in May-
June. Pruning of drumstick trees (2 m height) to keep
them small so as to facilitate harvesting of pods and
other farming activities.
Do early harvesting of sticks due to rainfall forecasted in
upcoming days
Cotton Mitigation Pink Timely picking of the cotton and after that graze sheep,
bollworm goats and cattle in cotton field.
Make organic ferilier of stalk of the cotton
Remove and destroy the undesired plants of cotton in
and around the field.
Sesame Vegetative Irrigation Do not apply the irrigation due to rainfall forecasted in
(Summer) Stage to current week.
Flowering

Apply 2" Irrigation as a light irrigation, at this time
plants have very less height and it may be died due to
water lagging.




The second irrigation should be given immediately after
sowing and the second irrigation should be given six
days after sowing.

Apply total of 8 to 10 irrigations at intervals of 8 to 10
days depending on the growth stage, type of soil and
weather conditions.

Greengram  Field Crop Growing intercrops such as marigold for the control of
Black gram  Preparation, ~ protection blister beetle, whitefly and leaf hoppers.

Pearl Millet  Tillering to Irrigation Do not apply the irrigation due to rainfall forecasted in
boot stage current week.
Apply 6 to 7 irrigation generally in sandy loam soil at
12 to 15 days of intervals.
Critical Stages for the irrigation: Germination stage(3-5
days), Tillering stage(21-35 days), Boot leaf stage(45-
65 days), Flowering stage(55-75 days) and Grain filling
stage(70-90 days).
Flowering Heliothis Do not spray pesticides in next five days due to ligh
rainfall forecasted.
Downy Do not spray pesticides in next five days due to ligh
mildew rainfall forecasted.
Mango Mung/ grain ~ Green Cover the open ground or sowing Green gram/cluster
sized fruit ~ manuring/ bean / sunn-hemp to maintain moisture in the soil of
Pea sized fruit - Spongy tissue mango orchard and use it as in-situ green manuring
/ Marble /Mulching after completion of mango crop when there is Fruit on
